
 

 

Space Coast State Fair Mud Bog Rules & Classes 
 
Gates open at noon and racing starts at 2 pm. on Saturday, November 14, 
2009. Cars and drivers should report to the arena at the corner of SR 520 and 
Friday Road. Enter arena on SR 520 or off Friday Road entrance.   
 
To pre- register and to ensure that you will be entered, send your registration 
form and $20 check made payable to Brevard Expo Fair Inc., to Space Coast 
State Fair Mud Races, 500 Friday Road, Cocoa, Fl 32926. 
 
There will be a mandatory drivers meeting at 1:45 pm. If you do not attend, 
you do not race. There will be no alcohol allowed in the pits. Any violation 
will mean immediate disqualification and removal from the grounds. 
All staff, racers and pit crew must sign the official waiver and be at least 18 
years of age. Driver’s license must be shown at registration and drivers must 
wear an approved helmet.  
 
There will one driver and one pit crew person per registered vehicle allowed 
in the pits. Entry fee will be $25 dollars per vehicle which includes 2 passes 
per person. This does not include rides on the fair midway. 
 
Spectators will pay regular fair admission for the mud bogs and the fair. 
 
Reckless behavior in the pits or on the grounds will be grounds for 
immediate expulsion. 
 
All drivers must read the different class rules to get find out what class you 
will be in before you arrive.   
 
Upon arrival drivers will go through Technical inspection of the vehicle to 
insure you have the proper safety equipment and to make the final call on 
what class you will be in.  
 
Management has the right to change rules at any time to improve safety for 
drivers, crews, spectators and track officials.

4 & 6 Cylinder: Just that all the 4 & 6 cylinder trucks 

 
Street legal: Must have head lights & tail light full exhaust tag and 

registration, running on pump gas with non-cut DOT tires. 
 

Street modified: Can run open headers with some work done to truck but 
must still be full body non-cut tires and run on pump gas. 

 
Modified: All out race trucks. Run what you brung. Must have 5 point 

harness.
